
Title: Love as Jesus loved
Verses: 1 John 2:7-11
Questions:
1. What is the old command in V7? Read V10 and Leviticus 19:18 to confirm your answer. Now read V8 and John 13:34; what is the new command? How would the new command and the old command be the same and be different?
2. In V8 we learn that the truth of love is in Jesus. How has Jesus loved his disciples? Share a passage or an experience that you discover the way how Jesus loved.
3. In V8 we learn that the truth of love is also in us. What does that mean to you? Share your thoughts how we can love in a way to witness the love of Jesus.

7 Dear friends, I am not writing you a new command but an old one, which you have had since the beginning. This old command is the message you have heard. 8 Yet I am writing you a new command; its truth is seen in him and in you, because the darkness is passing and the true light is already shining. 9 Anyone who claims to be in the light but hates a brother or sister is still in the darkness. 10 Anyone who loves their brother and sister lives in the light, and there is nothing in them to make them stumble. 11 But anyone who hates a brother or sister is in the darkness and walks around in the darkness. They do not know where they are going, because the darkness has blinded them.

· “This old command is the message you have heard. Yet I am writing you a new command; its truth is seen in him and in you, because the darkness is passing and the true light is already shining.” -1 John 2:7b-8
· “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another.” -John 13:34

Jesus loved us because who he is
· “When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had compassion on them and healed their sick.” –Mat 14:14
· “The Lord, the Lord, the compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger, abounding in love and faithfulness” -Exo 34:6

1. Not because who we are
2. 1 john 4:7 Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from God. Everyone who loves has been born of God and knows God. 8 Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love.
3. Become light
a. When we become more and more of light itself
b. When we become more and more of love itself
4. Love people as a church- conference

Jesus loved us in empowering us
· “Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet.” –John 13:14
· “Very truly I tell you, whoever believes in me will do the works I have been doing, and they will do even greater things than these” –John 14:12

1. 13 “You call me ‘Teacher’ and ‘Lord,’ and rightly so, for that is what I am. 14 Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one another’s feet. 
2. 16 Very truly I tell you, no servant is greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. 17 Now that you know these things, you will be blessed if you do them.
3. Not to empower ourselves, but to empower them
4. When we raise children, we want them to be greater, not for us, but for them
5. Spiritual children the same

Jesus loved us so much he gave his life
· “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life.”  -John 3:16 
· “This is how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid down his life for us. And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers and sisters.” -1 John 3:16

1. God did not give us leftovers, he gave us himself
a. Rom 8:32 He who did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all—how will he not also, along with him, graciously give us all things?
2. Not that we are worth it
a. Rom 5:8 “But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.”
b. Jesus died for people who at best deserted him, at worst trying to kill him
3. Love your neighbor as yourself- give to them what you would give to yourself
4. Jesus said I have loved you as myself, blessed are you do the same

· How do we love as Jesus loved?
