A House for My Name
Verses: 2 Samuel 7:4-13
Questions:
1. Read V4-9. Also Isaiah 66:1 and Acts 17:24. Does God need a house to live and where is his dwelling place? Why would God want to live with His people? What trouble it can cause for God in doing so?
2. In V10 God provided a home for His people, what is the home for us today? How can God’s people live undisturbed by the wickedness of the world in this home today?
[bookmark: _GoBack]3. Read V11-13. What is the “house” does the Lord promise to build for David? What is the relationship between this “house” and the “house for my name”? Read Mark 11:17, how should we members of the household of God live in the house of God?

Pray the Scripture: Psalms 6:4,9-10
4 Turn, Lord, and deliver me; save me because of your unfailing love.
9 The Lord has heard my cry for mercy; the Lord accepts my prayer.
10 All my enemies will be overwhelmed with shame and anguish; they will turn back and suddenly be put to shame.

God’s Dwelling Place
“Heaven is my throne, and the earth is my footstool. Where is the house you will build for me? Where will my resting place be?” Isaiah 66:1 

· Acts 17:24 “The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of heaven and earth and does not live in temples built by human hands. 
· Hebrews 2 “What is mankind that you are mindful of them
· God’s people ask the question: Where is the house you will build for Him?

God Dwells among His People
Whether it’s the Tabernacle or the Temple of God, God’s dwelling place is His people
“I have been moving from place to place with a tent as my dwelling.  Wherever I have moved with all the Israelites, did I ever say to any of their rulers whom I commanded to shepherd my people Israel, “Why have you not built me a house of cedar? ” 2 Sam 7:6-7

· Not because the tent is comfortable or spectacular in nature
· Not that I desire a magnificent building to show my glory
· But because that’s where my people are
· Home is where your people are

A Place for my People
God does not need a house to dwell in, but His people need a place to worship Him
“And I will provide a place for my people Israel and will plant them so that they can have a home of their own and no longer be disturbed. Wicked people will not oppress them anymore” 2 Sam 7:10

· God’s people need to have a home of their own to shun the disturbance of the world
· We need to worship him
· We need a place to worship him
· Not that we do not go to the world
· But we need to have a place to assemble to worship Him, to separate ourselves from the world in our worshipping Him
· To shun wicked people who tempt us, accuse us, or oppress us 
· To be well and be sent to the world for the gospel
· The place is the house of God, a place we put God the highest to protect us
· We need to worship him
· We need a place to worship him
· Our property purchase is a true provision by God- place we call our own to worship God

A House for my Name
To establish for His people the household of God through salvation in Jesus
“The Lord declares to you that the Lord himself will establish a house for you: I will raise up your own flesh and blood, and I will establish his kingdom. He will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever.” 2 Sam 7:11-13

· To establish a house for you
· Not so much of a physical house, but a household of God
· God commanded King Solomon to built the Holy Temple for His Name, so that His people will remember God’s covenant with King David
· That Son of David will reign forever- Jesus who died on the cross, whoever believe in Him is forever in his household
· The household of God is more important than the house of God where we worship
· My trip to Europe
· The desolation of a lot of churches around
· Because God dwells in his household, among his people, not in a building

A House of Prayer For All Nations
“My house will be called a house of prayer for all nations”
· Isaiah 56:7
· Mark 11:17

· The house of God is a house of prayer for all nations
· “It is written,” he said to them, “‘My house will be a house of prayer’; but you have made it ‘a den of robbers.’” 
· Out of anger and out of compassion- people 
·  Mat 9:36 When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.
· God does not need a place to live
· “Heaven is my throne, and the earth is my footstool”
· But He knows we need to pray and worship Him and he gave us a place
·  2 Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind.
· We thank God for his provision for this sanctuary. Let us make this house a house of prayer for all nations, worship and praise him
· That he is delighted to dwell among us
· That all nations will come to worship him.

2 Samuel 7:4-13
4 But that night the word of the Lord came to Nathan, saying:
5 “Go and tell my servant David, ‘This is what the Lord says: Are you the one to build me a house to dwell in? 6 I have not dwelt in a house from the day I brought the Israelites up out of Egypt to this day. I have been moving from place to place with a tent as my dwelling. 7 Wherever I have moved with all the Israelites, did I ever say to any of their rulers whom I commanded to shepherd my people Israel, “Why have you not built me a house of cedar?”’
8 “Now then, tell my servant David, ‘This is what the Lord Almighty says: I took you from the pasture, from tending the flock, and appointed you ruler over my people Israel. 9 I have been with you wherever you have gone, and I have cut off all your enemies from before you. Now I will make your name great, like the names of the greatest men on earth. 10 And I will provide a place for my people Israel and will plant them so that they can have a home of their own and no longer be disturbed. Wicked people will not oppress them anymore, as they did at the beginning 11 and have done ever since the time I appointed leaders over my people Israel. I will also give you rest from all your enemies.
“‘The Lord declares to you that the Lord himself will establish a house for you: 12 When your days are over and you rest with your ancestors, I will raise up your offspring to succeed you, your own flesh and blood, and I will establish his kingdom. 13 He is the one who will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever.
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
